Moved by Councilman Coyle, seconded by Councilman O’Donnell.  Discussions Ensued. On roll call, all present voted in the affirmative. Resolution approved 06/28/11.

OLD BUSINESS:
Councilman O’Donnell reported that there is nothing to report on the Budget.  Mrs. Marchioni would like me to announce that recycling pickup will be starting on Thursday, July 7th.
Councilman Piazza reported that he has begun scheduling appointments for the equipment installation and the purchase of the camera systems and television.
Councilman Hauser reported that the senior center had their first event at the old Women’s Club and it was a great success over 100 seniors.  As for the foul ball situation at the Kiwanis there have been a number of meetings with Engineers.  Jim Jorgensen from the County has passed over some information from one of the golf courses Hendricks in Belleville as well as the driving range over at Eagle Rock, having to do with the netting and poling systems there.  As recently as 2:00 this afternoon there was another company that came to Kiwanis Oval for another solution so a lot has transpired around potential solutions to solve those problems.  There was also some discussion about adjusting the time for next year instead of say 11:00PM cutting back to an earlier time.  Gabe DiMasi head of recreation has sent out communication to a variety of organizations that use the field to reiterate what the expectations are and the rules.
REPORT OF MAYOR:

Mayor Dassing reported that she attended an historic event in Trenton. Governor Chris Christie enacted a landmark by partisan legislation that secures the long term solvency of the pension and benefit system and at the same time achieving critical savings for the State and Local Government.  It has been estimated that the pension reform alone will provide savings to New Jersey tax payers over 120 billion dollars over the next 30 years.  There is an additional 3.1 billion over the next 10 years from Health Benefits.  As of the fall, State employees will have the opportunity to choose from nine different Health plans.  I believe the contribution will be 20% of the premium dollar.  I would like to comment on the Oval, as of 4:00 this afternoon we probably have a very viable solution for the balls.  We are at a point that we are going to provide a level of safety immediately probably in the next two weeks once we get pricing. 
REPORT OF ATTORNEY:
Greg Mascera reported that he completed the annual letter to Nisivoccia in order to comply with regulations that material needed to submit to the State.  The only two open

NEW BUSINESS:
Essex County Improvement Authority – Renewable Energy Program Feasibility Study
Mayor Dassing reported that the Essex County Improvement Authority is inviting each of the Municipalities in the County to complete the Feasibility Study which would be where we feel we can put solar energy in our Town.  Essex County Improvement Authority will be sending everything out to bid and award the project by November, 2011.  Discussions Ensued.
Communications – Councilman Norton

There were several comments from residents in regards to our communication with them in regards to projects that are ongoing.  During committee meetings Councilman Piazza and I talked about using recorder for the last five minutes and record the highlights of that meeting then send it to our Borough Clerk so she can transcribe the minutes.  This way every committee meeting is summarized and any details we want to have we can get that out on a spread sheet in the minutes.  Discussions Ensued.
Councilman Norton reported on the Community Relations committee, the Community Center this year was able to host Project Graduation, we hosted three this year.  Next year we have already booked two.  They were a huge success.  The Caldwell Cannons Special Olympics competed in the New Jersey State games.  We had eight of our special Olympians qualify to compete and of those eight they collected twenty-five metals, hats off to the Cannons and the Special Olympics.  Also, we had to assist the Borough of Roseland they are going through some renovations, and they had a Seeing Eye puppy club to host twenty-five puppies in training in the Community Center.  Camp Caldwell has started and it is the largest camp in Camp Caldwell’s history.  There are over two hundred twenty-five children that have signed up.  In regards to the facility itself we have some numbers that we are looking into to redoing part of the locker room, both the men’s and woman’s locker room.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETING:
Maureen Durr, 25 Forest Avenue, she has pavers in front of her house and is concerned that they will be removing them when they pave the road.  Councilman Coyle responded that he would check into it for her.  She also spoke about the package that she received today that she would be dropped from her prescription plan.  

Greg Mascara responded that it became apparent to the Mayor and Council that there were perhaps residents of Caldwell that were continuing to receive health benefits and in fact those health benefits should have been cut off years ago and for some reason those health benefits were continuing.  The Mayor and Council examined this very closely and came up with a decision that those that were not entitled to benefits should no longer receive benefits.  Every resident of Caldwell that was going to have benefits cut off was given an opportunity to explain to them why the benefits were continuing to be received throughout the years and whether or not they were entitled to receive those benefits.
Tom Kelly, 48 Roseland Avenue, spoke about the safety of the residents and they have been in harms way since April.  He had more balls to show the Council since the last time he was there. Mr. Kelly reads a letter from Jay Holland, landlord of 40 Roseland Avenue in reference to the foul balls.
Jane Lieber, 48 Roseland Avenue, asked about what time are the lights suppose to go off.  Councilman Hauser responded that once the games are over the lights are shut off. She also asked if the Council was aware that Galante Funeral Home has a box of balls.
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On a motion made by Councilman Coyle, and seconded by Councilman Piazza, unanimously affirmed, the Council moved into Executive Session at  8:24P.M.  

Mayor Dassing read the following statement:  BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 10:12 and 13, the public shall be excluded from the Executive Session of the Governing Body which is being held for the discussion of the following subject matters: 1. Pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation; 2. Personnel matters; 3. This Executive Session shall continue for an indefinite period of time and upon termination of the Executive Session, the Governing Body may choose to resume the public portion of the meeting.  The discussion, which shall be conducted in closed session, shall be disclosed upon termination of litigation or contractual matter, upon resolution of the personnel matter with consent of said person or persons and as provided by N.J.S.A. 4-12 but in no case later than two (2) years from this date.  These minutes shall be available as soon as the matter is resolved or not later than two years hence. Greg Mascera responds that the Executive Session will be discussion of, Faloni Litigation and the Gleason Litigation.
The Executive Session was adjourned and upon a motion by Councilman Piazza, seconded by Councilman Coyle, the Council Business Conference Meeting was opened to the public and the press at 9:04P.M.

There being no additional business to be conducted a motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Councilman Coyle, seconded by Councilman Piazza, unanimously affirmed by all members present, the meeting was adjourned at 9:05P.M.
