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The Boro of Caldwell Office of Emergency Management coordinates the plans and operations of the various 
components of the emergency management system - police and fire, emergency medical service, public works, 
volunteers and other groups contributing to the management of emergencies.  

The Emergency Management Coordinators are the point people responsible for implementing the Emergency 
Management Plan and directing the emergency response. 

The Boro of Caldwell has a state approved Emergency Operations Plan (EOP). 

 
Where appropriate, the OEM has authority to recommend that a state of emergency be declared. This enables 
the Boro to obtain county, state, and/or federal resources to aid the people of Caldwell, in the event of a disaster.
